Champaign Easements Project • Champaign County GIS Consortium​ 04/2024-05/2026 

●​ Interpret legal descriptions of recorded documents as they are received by the Recorder’s Office. 
●​ File documents into their appropriate categories (e.g., Easement, Ordinance, Vacation, Annexation, Right of 

Way, Quit Claim, etc.).
